Wi th  Jersey  cows,  though,  
i t  i s  what  i s  on  the  ins ide  that  count s  as  they  produce  
some of  the  r ichest  mi lk ,  o f ten  used  to  produce  but ter  
and  cheese.  Ca lm and  f r iend ly,  Jersey  cows  can  hand le  
the  hot  sun  pret t y  we l l  in  the  summer t ime.

Did  you  know that  some peop le  confuse  baby  Jersey  
cows  wi th  deer ?

HOLSTEIN
When you  th ink  o f  a  da i r y  cow,  you  probab ly  p ic ture  a  
b lack-and-whi te  Ho ls te in .  Ho ls te ins  a re  the  most  popu la r  
o f  the  da i r y  cows  in  Amer ica ,  and  the  reason  that  fa rmers  
love  them i s  because  they  make  a  lo t  o f  mi lk .  In  fact ,  they  
produce  more  mi lk  than  any  other  da i r y  breed .

F u n  Fa c t :
Did  you  know Hols te in  cows’  spot s  a re  l i ke  snow�akes?  
No  t wo  are  exact ly  a l i ke.

BROWN SWISS
Brown Swiss  cows  a re  be l ieved  to  be  the  o ldest  b reed  o f  
da i r y  cows .  Maybe  i t  i s  those  centur ies  o f  w isdom that  
have  made  th i s  b reed  so  ca lm.  They  a re  a l so  known for  
the i r  b ig  fu r r y  and  fuzzy  ears  and  for  be ing  ab le  to  make  
a lmost  as  much  mi lk  as  a  Ho ls te in  cow.  The i r  mi lk  i s  idea l  
fo r  mak ing  cheese  because  o f  how much  prote in  i t  has !

F u n  Fa c t :
Brown Swiss  have  a  k ind  nature  and  a  ca lm persona l i t y.



RED AND WHITE HOLSTEIN
The  Red  and  Whi te  Ho ls te in  i s  the  most  recent  breed  o f  
cow due  to  fa rmers  rea l ly  l i k ing  her  un ique  red  co lor.  L ike  
the i r  b lack  and  wh i te  fami ly  members ,  Red  and  Whi te  
Ho ls te ins  make  a  lo t  o f  mi lk .  They  a re  a l so  known for  a  
s t rong  immune  sys tem and  don’ t  mind  the  heat  as  much  as  
the i r  b lack  and  wh i te  cous ins  do.

F u n  Fa c t :
Th is  breed  o f  cow was  not  recogn ized  unt i l  1964,  so  they  
a re  the  newest  breed  in  the  da i r y  gang!

AYRSHIRE
Ayrsh i res  (p ronounced  a i r - sheers )  used  to  be  ca l led  
Dun lops .  They  a re  orangey-brown and  wh i te  and  known 
for  be ing  tough  and  long- l i v ing .  A l though  they   tend  to  
have  more  op in ionated  persona l i t ies  than  other  da i r y  
breed s ,  Ayrsh i res  adapt  eas i l y  to  the i r  env i ronment .

F u n  Fa c t :
B ecause  o f  the i r  adaptab i l i t y,  Ayrsh i res  a re  found  in  most  
par t s  o f  the  wor ld ,  inc lud ing  Southern  Af r ica .

GUERNSEY
Guernseys  a re  known as  “ The  Roya l  Breed”  thanks  to  the i r  
mi lk  hav ing  a  go lden  co lor,  wh ich  i s  due  to  i t s  h igh  amount  
o f  v i tamin  A .  Guernsey  cows  a re  f rom Br i ta in  but  a re  
be l ieved  to  have  or ig inated  f rom t wo French  breeds .  They  
o f ten  have  wh i te  legs  and  wh i te  a reas  on  the i r  bod ies .

F u n  Fa c t :
B ecause  o f  the  Guernsey ’s  go lden-co lored  mi lk ,  she  earned  
the  n ickname “Golden  Guernsey. ”

MILKING SHORTHORN
Milk ing  Shor thorns  a re  known for  be ing  good  grazers  that  
a re  easy  to  manage.  Large  in  s i ze,  the  Mi lk ing  Shor thorn  i s  
wh i te  and  red ,  b lack ,  o r  b rown in  co lor,  but  a l so  can  be  
predominant ly  red  wi th  some whi te  mark ings .  I t s  mi lk  i s  
known for  i t s  h igh  prote in -to- fa t  ra t io .

F u n  Fa c t :
Milk ing  Shor thorns  a re  par t  o f  the  Shor thorn  cat t le  breed  
or ig ina l ly  deve loped  for  beef  product ion ,  but  i t  tu rns  out  
they  a re  ver y  good  a t  mi lk ing  too !
